Nomination

To nominate your students you should send us an e-mail containing, at least, the name
and surname of the students, the degree level and name of the programme they are
following and their e-mail address. After the nomination we will contact the students to
send them instructions on how to apply in our on-line application form. Please tell us if
you want to be in CC of that message.

Incoming students are required to have at least an intermediate level (B1) of the
teaching language for the chosen degree. Since we will ask the candidates to provide
proof of their language knowledge, it would be very kind if you check about it before
the nomination. The teaching languages for the different degrees are:

- Master in Artificial Intelligence
