ENSMA students integrate the school after a 2-year intensive program and spend 3 years at ENSMA leading 

to a Master's degree.  

Our 1st year corresponds to a 3rd year at University. Our 2nd year corresponds to a 1st year of Master 

program. The 3rd year corresponds to the 2nd year of Master program.
