A.Y. 2021/22 CALL FOR SELECTION  

Art. 1 – Introduction 

COINOR - University of Naples Federico II (UNINA) is pleased to invite prospective students 
to apply for its foreign students scholarship program. To be assigned a “Study in Naples 2021-22” 
scholarship, it is necessary to be enrolled at the first year of one of the international Degree Courses 
offered by UNINA listed below, and hold a foreign entrance qualification obtained abroad. 
“Entrance qualifications” are: High School Diploma when applying to a UNINA Bachelor Degree 
(Laurea Triennale) or a Single Cycle Bachelor + Master Degree (Laurea Magistrale a Ciclo Unico), 
Bachelor Degree when applying to a UNINA Two-year Master Degree Course (Laurea Magistrale). 
Selection is for a total of 13 (thirteen) max 2-year scholarships. Please consider that the number 
of 2-year scholarships may be increased to a total of  29, based on availability of funds by 
Compagnia di SanPaolo or other funding agencies.

 Art. 2 – Requirements for participation    

Both non-EU and EU applicants who apply for pre-admission by July 25th 2021 at 24:00 
(Italian/CET time) to one of the above listed international degree courses will be considered for a 
“Study in Naples” 2021-22 scholarship.  

To apply for pre-admission, applicants have to follow the procedure available at the following 
link:

and will be automatically considered for the Study in Naples selection. 
 

Please take note that, if a non-EU candidate who has already applied on the Universitaly 
portal would like to provide further documentation specifically for the Study in Naples 
selection, he can contact the our Institution directly asking to reopen the application (this can 
be done only if he/she has not yet been provided the pre-admission letter) or – alternatively 
– he/she can upload the additional documentation only in one-single *.pdf file through the 
website:

Both non-EU and EU applicants are strongly recommended to upload on the Universitaly 
and/or international unina Study in Naples 2021 application websites all the files and documents 
that they think can be useful for the selection, in particular: English and (if available) Italian language 
certificates released by an internationally recognized language certification institution referring to the 
Common European Framework of Reference for Languages, motivation letter, letter(s) of 
recommendation, CV and job experiences portfolio, etc. 

For the six-year Master degree course in "Medicine and Surgery", scholarships will be assigned to non-
EU and EU applicants proportionally to the positions available for each group.

Art. 3 - Selection Committee 

The Selection Committee will be set up by UNINA Internationalization Committee (CIA) members 
integrated by the degree course Coordinators (or their delegates) for which applications have been 
submitted, and a “Compagnia di San Paolo” representative. 

Art. 4 - Assessment of qualifications 

The selection is made on the basis of the following criteria which will be individually assessed and 
scored as follows: 

 
1. Career (cv, certificates, letters of recommendation, portfolio, etc.):   up to 15 points; 
2. Motivation letter:         up to 8 points; 
3. Official English and (if available) Italian Language Certification:        up to 7 points. 

Art. 5 - Publication of the selection list 

Candidates will be ranked according to their total score separately for each degree course, for 
Medicine and Surgery also separately for non-EU and EU applicants. The list of the proposed scholarship 
recipients will be published at:

This posting will represent official notification to the candidates. In case two candidates result having 
an equal total score, the younger one will precede in the list.  

Art. 6 – Scholarship and tuition fees  

The scholarship amounts to € 6.000,00 per year (gross amount) and will be payed as indicated 
in the contract.  

Tuition fees and taxes as indicated below need to be paid separately. 

Due tuition fees and taxes (accident insurance included) are: 
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 € 140,00 for regional tax plus € 16,00 for stamp (marca da bollo), in case of non-EU citizens; 
 € 200,00 for registration fee, € 140,00 for regional tax plus € 16,00 for stamp (marca da bollo), in 

case of EU citizens. 

All fellow awardees are responsible for their own travel and health care provisions arrangements. 
Assistance to find suitable accommodation in Naples and to all bureaucratic procedures (request of 
permit of stay, fiscal code, bank account opening, etc.) can be provided by the University of Naples 
Federico II International Welcome Desk:

Art. 7 - What to do once selected 

Proposed scholarship recipients must send the Acceptance Letter (see Annex 1) to 
admissions@unina.it within 5 days after candidates’ merit list publication. If a proposed scholarship 
recipient does not submit the acceptance letter within 5 days from the date of the publication of the final 
results of the competition, scholarship will be assigned to the candidate who follows in the ranking list. 

Art. 8 - What to do to receive the scholarship 

After the enrollment, a contract needs to be signed to Coinor Office (located in Corso Umberto I, 
40 – Naples – II Floor). 

To do this, students must bring: 
- enrollment certificate (complete of registration number); 
- fiscal code (codice fiscale) 
- bank account details (IBAN number, swift code, etc.) 
- passport copy.
